Dress for Success

Objective: 	For this activity, students evaluate the importance of proper dress for job/college interviews.

Grade Level: 	9th – 12th 

Materials:	Fashion magazines can be used to aide descriptions of appropriate clothing 

Time: 	15 minutes

Activity: 	Have students create a list of jobs they might be interested in pursuing. 
Discuss what kind of jobs they could obtain if they went to an interview in the clothes they are currently wearing. 
Ask students to identify what they feel are "proper" clothes for interviews.

Discussion questions to consider asking students include:
Are the general guidelines for proper interview dress the same for men and women? 
Should dress the same for all interviews? 
When might you dress less conservative for an interview? Why?

Variation: Have students look through old magazines and "design" the "perfect" interview outfit for one of the jobs/colleges they are interested in pursuing. 
They will need scissors, glue sticks, and paper so they can create the look to show their classmates. 
	Have the class discuss their designs and why certain pieces (shoes, accessories, etc.) might be appropriate/inappropriate for the job/college setting they created their look for.
