Moving On


Objective: 	For this activity, students discover ways to leave a job gracefully.

Grade Level:	9th – 12th 

Materials:	List of types of occupations 
		Variation - Copies of different resignation letters

Time: 	15 minutes

Activity: 	Provide a list of different kinds of occupations or use the various occupations that students are pursuing. 
For each occupation, have the students brainstorm ways of leaving the job. 
Talk about the importance of providing notice in neutral ways. 
Discussion Question
· Why is it important to leave your job on a positive note?

Variation: Provide samples of letters of resignation. These letters can be of varying quality.
Lead a discussion with students regarding the letters and the potential response of the employer. 

Extension:	Have each student write a letter of resignation. 
Let the students find a partner. Have each pair decide who will be the supervisor and who will be the leaving employee. 
The "employee" will submit their letter of resignation and give verbal notice to the "supervisor." 
After five or ten minutes, have the partners switch roles. 
After the exercise is over, lead the students in a discussion.

Discussion questions to consider asking students include:
· How comfortable did you feel? 
· Was there anything that made you feel better? 
· Was there anything that made you feel worse? 
· Would changing your methods make it easier?
